· Arriving to class on time means in your seat when the bell rings. Arriving late, you must have a control slip.

R n’ R (Rules and Regulations)
· One out of class per term (this may be for the bathroom, getting a drink or filling water bottle or getting something out of your locker that was forgotten). You must use the hall pass when leaving classroom.
· Coming to class prepared means with all required materials every class, unless otherwise stated by teacher.

· pens, pencils, whiteout, erasers, duotang matching your group colour, as well as highlighter/marker
· calculator and ruler
· Observatory textbook, notes and workbook

· Science binder with dividers and loose-leaf paper.
· Electronic Devices (EDs): Cell phones and earbuds are not permitted in the classroom. All other electronic devices (with a few exceptions) are to be placed in ED’s corner at the beginning of every class. Ex: smartwatches 
· Borrowing: I have items on my desk that students may borrow, however ask first and return by end of class.

· Seating: will be determined by teacher. Seats are usually, but not always, changed each term, and rearrangements made at the teacher’s discretion. 

· FREEZE: means to stop, eyeball and listen. 

· Law of One: Only ONE person at the sharpener, my desk, a sink, out of class, etc. at a time and this is to be done during non-instructional time. 

· Food for Thought: only healthy snacks are permitted in class: fruits, veggies, etc., only reusable water bottles filled with water are permitted for drinking. None is permitted during labs.
· The Big Borrow: Almost everything you will use in this classroom is on loan to you. That means they are to be treated appropriately. This includes but is not limited to: the chairs, your desk, lab equipment, countertops, sinks, taps, etc.
